(WANE) - A local school system is eaching out o children dnguosed with lead
poisouiag, School started Tuesday for East Alen County School' Targeted Assistance Preschoal at St
Henry's.

Ttis one of the first, if not the only preschool of its kind. The school is the result of a partnership herween
EACS,the Fart Wayne-Allen County Department of Health and Parkview Hospital

The goal s to better prepare students for future education and hopefully offset any potential developmental
‘problems due to lead poisoning.

"Thedevelopmental assessment tool that we use measures fo speech delay, ocrupational, physical, selhelp
andbebavioral delays,” Amy Hestng with the Department of Health said.

The three and four year old chidven willtay in the program for two years. Dr. Jeanne Zeby with EACS
saysteachers and medical professionals will monitor speech and language development,

""We're hoping that we can intervene very early and help change the trajectory of their ife and that it will
bea much more successful one academically,” Zehy said.

The need for specialzed education developed whe the Department of Heath discorered a higher level of
Tad poisoning n the area's Burmese relugee population.

"We did't really have a developmental toal to use with them to kuow if they are truly delayed or i it was
because the just don'tspeak English,” Hesting said.

One goal is to teach the Burmese children English prior to entering kindergarten. Officials plan to do that
thraugh both English and bi-lngual instructors as well as through other tooks.

"There are non-Burmese peers that we have invited to be a part of the program so that the Burmese
children have good Englih role models,” Zehr said.

The Fort Wayne-Allen County Department of Health discovered around § percent of Bumese chldven in
Allen County tested pusicve for lead poisoning, That's compared to an average of 15 percent of kids
nationwide. Offical determined 2 popular imported medicinal product called Days Tyyay was f blame.

Wayne.

ALLEN COUNTY, Ind. (WANE) - A local school system is reaching out to children diagnosed with lead
poisoning. School started Tuesday for East Allen County Schools' Targeted Assistance Preschool at St
Henry's.

Itis one of the first, if not the only preschool of its kind. The school is the result of a partnership between
EACS, the Fort Wayne-Allen County Department of Health and Parkview Hospital.

The goal is to better prepare students for future education and hopefully offset any potential developmental
problems due to lead poisoning.

"The developmental assessment tool that we use measures for speech delay, occupational, physical, self-help
and behavioral delays,” Amy Hesting with the Department of Health said.

The three and four vear old children will stay in the program for two vears. Dr. Jeanne Zehr with EACS
says teachers and medical professionals will monitor speech and language development.

"We're hoping that we can intervene very early and help change the trajectory of their life and that it will
bea much more successful one academically,” Zehr said.

The need for specialized education developed when the Department of Health discovered a higher level of
lead poisoning in the area's Burmese refugee population.

"We didn't really have a developmental tool to use with them to know if they are truly delaved or if it was
because they just don't speak English,” Hesting said.

One goal is to teach the Burmese children English prior to entering kindergarten. Officials plan to do that
through both English and bi-lingual instructors as well as through other tools.

"There are non-Burmese peers that we have invited to be a part of the program so that the Burmese
children have good English role models,” Zehr said.

The Fort Wayne-Allen County Department of Health discovered around 8 percent of Burmese children in
Allen County tested positive for lead poisoning. That's compared to an average of 1.5 percent of kids
nationwide, Officials determined a popular imported medicinal product called Daw Tway was to blame.
